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Benefits of getting a Refugee Health Assessment  

✓ Create a health record in the U.S.  

✓ Meet with a doctor who has experience working with refugees, and 

work with a qualified interpreter.  

✓ Learn about current health status and any health conditions.  

✓ Receive treatment, medications, and preventative healthcare. 

✓ Receive referrals to mental health specialists and support groups. 

✓ Receive immunizations to stay healthy, and that will help toward an 

application for lawful permanent residency or “green card”.
